General requirements
The manuscript should be in English and contain preferably new unpublished results. 

The authors have to provide a complete mailing address, phone, and an E-mail address, for the corresponding author.
Manuscript format

In terms of standard-sized, double-spaced manuscript pages with the 14-point font, the recommended maximum length of the paper is 12 pages (20 000 characters). 
The manuscript should have the following structure: a) title; b) full names of the author(s) (first, and last name); c) organization(s), zip code, city; and country. If there is more than one organization, the author’s names are marked with a footnote sign and the list of all organizations is given below, for example:

e) e-mail; f) abstract and key words; g) text; h) references; i) nomenclature list (if necessary). 

Figures and tables (with captions) should be inserted into the text.
Equations, acronyms, abbreviations, and references should not be used in the abstract. At the end of the abstract, the author(s) should give a short list of 5-8 key words reflecting the paper topic.

References: Each reference should be cited in numerical order (in square brackets, e.g., [1], [2, 3], etc.) in the text. The list of references has to be given at the end of the manuscript. References to unpublished papers and personal communications are not allowed. The references should be organized in the following manner:
